Phonics activities without the computer
1. Matching Pairs or Snap. 

2. Rhyming words

Pick a sound, e.g   “ ai “ and write rain. 
How many words can they find which rhyme?

3. Sentence substitution

Write out a sentence:

 Paul eats peas with his meat.
Read sentence together then substitute a word:
Paul eats beans with his meat. 
4. Flash cards 

Use flash cards for a variety of activities, 
e.g flash cards of tricky words, sounds or real and nonsense words for children to read. 
5. Countdown

Use stop clock, children to read as many words from a list before time runs out. 
6. Real and nonsense words

Write down real and nonsense words using the sounds the children have learnt.

Put them in 2 piles:

	Real
	Nonsense

	train
	dain

	pool
