How to use

When your child has completed a book, or started but not finished
one, fill in a rating using the star outlines beneath each book cover
image.

This will help you and your child’s teacher keep track of how many
books your child has read and which ones they have enjoyed.

It will also show you and teachers which authors and book genres
your child prefers. This might be useful when choosing new books
from libraries or bookshops.

Ideas for use

Teachers are free to copy and share this document, for example, on
school websites, social media, email newsletters, and school net-
works.

Print pages 1&2 back-to-back and fold along the dotted line to cre-
ate a reading challenge/reading record for each student in your
class.

Use the quick and simple star ratings instead of a daily reading
record to encourage reading for pleasure.

Use the star ratings to assess which books, genres, and authors
classes and cohorts prefer.

Use the informal data from the reading challenge cards to help
identify gaps in your school and classroom libraries.

Use the reading challenge card information to identify further read-
ing pathways for students, including similar authors, books by the
same author, books in the same genre, and similar but more chal-
lenging books the student might enjoy.
